Autumn Term  2016
	Communication and Language/Literacy

As part of our topics ‘All About Me’ and ‘Autumn,’ we will be reading a selection of fiction and non-fiction books and use them as inspiration to create class books. In Phonics, we will be focusing on segmenting and blending words orally and begin to look at letter sounds and formation.



	Mathematics

In Maths we will be concentrating on recognising and counting numbers up to 10. We will begin to relate addition to combining two groups and find one more or one less from a given number. We will also be learning about 2D shapes.           
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	Personal, Social and Emotional Development

This term we will be focusing on the theme ‘New Beginnings.’ We will be playing Circle Time games to help the children learn each other’s names and emphasise the need to take turns. We will also be familiarising ourselves with class rules and routines. 


	Understanding of the World

As part of our topic we will be learning about parts of our body and our senses. We will also be talking about our families, where we live and our wider community. We will look at changes happening in the world around us and exploring our local environment.    
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	Expressive Arts and Design

We will be using a range of materials and techniques to create pictures and models. We will be singing and performing a selection of songs relating to parts of the body and Harvest time. We will be using a selection of musical instruments.



	Physical Development

In PE this term we will be focusing on Dance. PE will take place on Tuesday and Thursday so please ensure your child has their PE kit in school on these days. In the outside area there will be a selection of equipment such as bats, balls, bikes and scooters to develop gross motor skills. Fine motor skills will be developed through a number of activities such as cutting, play dough and threading.
