Rotten Romans

	Geographical/Historical/Scientific Understanding

[image: image1.wmf]Our topic this term is ‘The Rotten Romans’.  The topic will start by developing an understanding of the Roman empire looking at maps.  We will be learning about Roman armies, soldiers and gladiators, and understanding what life was like in that period of history.  We will also learn about Roman homes, food and cooking.  We will focus our learning on Roman roads and how they were made.  This will link directly to our scientific understanding and investigations as we research rocks and soils including investigating natural and man-made materials and testing the permeability of different rocks.  We will continue to develop our skills of fact finding, using different evidence and artefacts and chronology, to develop our knowledge of this significant period in history.  Finally we will consider the importance of the Roman legacy! 
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· We will use the Iron Man as inspiration to write a recount and also letters
·  We will be creating a set of instructions linked to the making of Roman torcs.
·  After exploring the events at Pompeii, we will write our own adventure stories linked to the eruption of Mount Vesuvius.

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Information Communication Technology
